
All-in-One wound

system:
management

After cleaning the wound,
unroll to expose absorbent
foam pad.

Place foam pad over wound.

Cover wound with foam pad
& wrap bandage around so
it covers �rst layer.

Prior to each wrap around
leg, pull bandage out
approx. 6”.
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· Foam pad and PowerFlex cohesive in one
· Quick and easy to apply
· Absorbs and holds up to tens times its weight in fluid
· Strong, flexible PowerFlex base
· Controlled compression - will not constrict
· Straight, hand-tear - no scissors needed
· Effective on puncture wounds, abrasions
  and lacerations
· Conforms to wound bed - reduces
  maceration and promotes healing
· Won’t stick to wound bed

Seal end of bandage to
bottom layer with �ngernail
for a strong, solid seal.

Continue to wrap at desired
tension with 50% overlap.

Wrap bandage around, covering
the �rst layer. Continue wrapping;
seal layers of bandage with
�ngernail (as shown above).

Once the wound has been 
cleaned, unroll to expose the
absorbent foam pad. Place the
pad over the wound.
